AN INITIATIVE TO CRIMINALIZE AND PENALIZE THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A WHITEWATER KAYAK RECREATIONAL PARK ON CITY OF SALMON PROPERTY

An Initiative relating to the establishment of a Whitewater Kayak Recreational Park on City of Salmon Property.  Amending the City of Salmon Code to make it a misdemeanor crime punishable by a fine and/or jail sentence for any individual, group, or entity (private or governmental) to establish a Whitewater Kayak Recreational Park or any improvements thereto on property owned by the City of Salmon. 

IT SHALL BE UNLAWFUL FOR ANY INDIVIDUAL, GROUP, OR ENTITY (PRIVATE OR GOVERNMENTAL) TO ESTABLISH A WHITEWATER KAYAK RECREATIONAL PARK OR ANY IMPROVEMENTS RELATED THERETO ON PROPERTY OWNED BY THE CITY OF SALMON.  A VIOLATION OF THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BE A MISDEMEANOR PUNISHIBLE AS ACCORDING TO LAW.

What your vote will do:

A YES vote would direct the City of Salmon to adopt an Ordinance making it a crime to establish a Whitewater Kayak Recreation Park on City of Salmon property.

Proponents state: “We are not against a Whitewater Kayak Park.  However, we want to insure that the City of Salmon does not become involved with a Whitewater Kayak Park.  Therefore, we have prepared this initiative to make it a misdemeanor crime for any person, group, or entity to establish a Whitewater Kayak Recreational Park or any improvements related thereto on property owned by the City of Salmon.”
